Clinic Topics:

Pitching Fundamentals - Don Cooper: Learn the fundamental phases of every pitcher’s delivery (absolutes) that you as a coach
can convey to your players — Little League to the Major League Level these absolutes are the same. Coach Cooper will use live
demonstrations and the use of video to help convey these concepts.

Practice Organization - Bob Hirschfield: Learn to create an effective practice/pre game routine to develop your players and
prepare them for competition. Each day players need to incorporate various fundamentals into their daily routine which will enable
them to become better players. Various safety issues and team concepts will also be addressed.

Infield Defense - Ron McKay: Discuss how to implement a programmed method of instruction to help your infielders become more
consistent defensive players. In addition you will be given a series of drills to add to your practice/pre game routine.

Hitting Fundamentals - Mike Caulfield: We all know, every player wants to become a better hitter. Learn key points to make each
player’s swing more compact while having the ability to drive the baseball to all parts of the field.

Base Stealing / Baserunning - Helms Bohringer: Successful teams will win games with good baserunning. Baserunning is a
learned skill for all your players – not just your fastest team members. Learn how members of your team can increase stolen base
percentages and take advantage of defensive opportunities.
